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CDC Recommends Cancellation of Events with Over 50 People

The City of Compton continues to closely monitor the Coronavirus and work with the County Department of
Public Health, following direction from the Centers of Disease Control and Prevention. There have been no
reported cases of Coronavirus in the City of Compton.

Today, the CDC announced that all events with over 50 people should be cancelled or postponed for the next 8
weeks across the United States. According to the CDC, “examples of large events and mass gatherings include
conferences, festivals, parades, concerts, sporting events, weddings, and other types of assemblies. These events
can be planned not only by organizations and communities but also by individuals.”

This recommendation from the CDC does not apply to the day to day operation of organizations or businesses.
There are a number of factors to consider when determining the need to postpone or cancel a large gathering.
These include:

* The overall number of attendees. Larger gatherings offer more opportunities for person-to-person
contact and therefore pose greater risk of COVID-19 transmission.

* The number of people attending who are at greater risk of more serious illness after contracting COVID-
19. Older adults and persons with severe pre-existing health conditions are thought to be at increased

risk.

* The density of attendees within a confined area. Based on what is currently known about the virus,
spread from person-to-person happens most frequently among close contacts (within 6 feet).

* The potential economic impact to participants, attendees, staff, and the larger community.

* The level of transmission where you are hosting the event and the level of transmission in the areas from
which your attendees will travel.

* If there are ways in which to significantly reduce the number of attendees.
The City of Compton is closely monitoring the situation and will provide updates as they become available.

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Los CDC recomiendan la cancelacion de eventos con mas de 50 personas

La ciudad de Compton continiia monitoreando de cerca el Coronavirus y trabaja con el Departamento de Salud
Publica del Condado, siguiendo las instrucciones de los Centros de Control y Prevencion de Enfermedades (CDC).
No se han reportado casos de coronavirus en la ciudad de Compton.

Hoy, los CDC anunciaron que todos los eventos con mas de 50 personas deberian cancelarse o posponerse durante
las préoximas 8 semanas a través de todos los Estados Unidos. Segun los CDC, “ejemplos de grandes eventos y
reuniones masivas incluyen conferencias, festivales, desfiles, conciertos, eventos deportivos, bodas y otros tipos de
asambleas. Estos eventos pueden ser planificados no solo por organizaciones y comunidades sino también por
individuos .”

Esta recomendacién de los CDC no se aplica a la operacion diaria de organizaciones o negocios. Hay una serie de
factores a considerar al determinar la necesidad de posponer o cancelar una gran reunion. Estos incluyen:

* Elnumero total de asistentes. Las reuniones mas grandes ofrecen mas oportunidades para el contacto de
persona a personay, por lo tanto, presentan un mayor riesgo de transmisién de COVID-19.

* Elnumero de personas que asisten y que tienen un mayor riesgo de contraer una enfermedad mas grave
después de contraer COVID-19. Se cree que los adultos mayores y las personas con afecciones de salud
preexistentes graves tienen un mayor riesgo.

* Ladensidad de asistentes dentro de un area confinada. Segun lo que se sabe actualmente sobre el virus, la
propagacion de persona a persona ocurre con mayor frecuencia entre contactos cercanos (a menos de 6
pies).

* Elimpacto econémico potencial para los participantes, asistentes, personal y la comunidad en general.

* Elnivel de transmisidn donde esta organizando el evento y el nivel de transmision en las areas desde donde
viajaran sus asistentes.

* Sihay formas de reducir significativamente el nimero de asistentes.

La ciudad de Compton esta monitoreando de cerca la situacién y proporcionara actualizaciones a medida que estén
disponibles.
