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Compton City Facilities to Close to the Public Effective Monday

Compton, CA - The City of Compton has announced that effective Monday, March 16, it will close all City
facilities to the public, in an effort to preserve the health and safety of the Community. Although no cases of
COVID-19 have been reported in Compton, the City is following the direction of Los Angeles County and the
direction of the Centers of Disease Control and Prevention to limit non-essential gatherings as much as possible
to stop the spread of the virus.

City facilities included in this order include City Hall, the Dollarhide Community Center, all parks, and Compton’s
CareerLink.

While the Compton Municipal Water District office in City Hall will be closed, they do have a dropbox for bill
payment. Payments are also accepted by phone and online. However, the City announced earlier in the week
that it will be halting any water department suspension of service during this challenging time. The Southern
California Gas Company and Southern California Edison have also announced that they will be halting any shut-
offs for their customers as well.

At Tuesday evening’s Council meeting, there will be a COVID-19 update and the Council will consider additional
policies to address COVID-19 locally. The City is recommending that the public watch the meeting on Channel 36

or view it online, in lieu of attending in-person.

The City of Compton is closely monitoring the situation and will provide updates as they become available.
